Standard speed skating track of 400 m to the lap laid out in the Davos ice-rink, a natural frozen open skating rink with inner and outer curves radii of 25.5 and 29.5 meters, respectively. The width of each lane of the competition track is 4 meter and there is an inside training track of 4m.

Entries

The competition is open for skaters in the categories Juniors / Ladies / Men / Ladies Masters / Men`s Masters. It is open to all licensed skaters.

Final entries, with the names of the competitors, their Club and the respective category must be communicated at the latest by December 20, 2008. Date of birth and personal best times must also be given for each participant.
